OUTSIDE RECESS

If the blind is to be fitted
outside the window ensure that
measurement C is the same.
Follow instructions for FACE
FIXING. To calculate C (A-B)/2.

Insert the control end into the
opposite bracket by depressing
the pin end then pull down
vertically until the control end
clicks into position.

BACKSIDE

SAFETY DEVICE

The safety device must be
installed at the maximum
distance possible from the
control mechanism to prevent
looped chain becoming slack.
Place the safety device on the
wall and mark the positioning
of the 2 screw holes. Drill holes
using a suitable drill bit. Place
device into position ensuring the
chain is fully taut.

(If your blind is supplied

with a child safe easy break
chain connector, there is no
requirement to fit an additional
child safety device- steps 4 and 5
can be skipped)

FABRIC RUN-OFF

Diagram 1 below shows the fabric
running off from the right-hand
side of the blind. To correct the
run-off, unroll the fabric, place

a 25mm piece of sticky tape
onto the tube (Diagram 2) at the
opposite

end of the blind to the run-off.
Fully wind the blind up. Repeat
until the fabric is no longer
running-off.
